COUNTY, MARYLAND TAX MAP DATABASE SYSTEM. THIS PROPERTY CONSISTS OF 13.72 ACRES.

L NATURAL RESOURCE PROTECTION:
TO ENSURE THE PROTECTION OF NATURAL RESOURCES LOCATED ON THIS SITE, ALL BUFFERS WILL BE HONORED
AND ALL IMPROVEMENTS WILL BE LOCATED OUTSIDE OF ENVIRONMENTALLY SENSITIVE AREAS. ALL SPECIMEN
