or State for any building permitted with T-1, B-1, B-2, S-C, M-R, or M-1 use 
type areas of the New Town Di·strict, except, however, that structures may be 
constructed at any location within such setback areas if such construction 
is in accordance with a site development plan appr~ved by the Howard County 
Planning Board after a public hearing in accordance with Section 17.037E(2) of 
the Howard County Zoning Regulations.
