DESCRIBE THE PRESENT 4 4D ORIGINAL (if known) PHYSICAL APPEARANCE

Peacefields has been constructed in two sections facing east.

The original 1740 south wing is a three bay wide, one bay deep gambril
roofed two story flush planking frame structure of random width which faces
east. Its south wall is constructed of stone and holds a large central
chimmey which has two flues rising from two fireplaces on the first floor,
one of which is now closed. First floor windows hold nine over nine lites
with second floor windows holding six-over-six lites.

The later north wing constructed of stone bears a datestone: TBDM,
1820, believed to stand for Thomas Beale Dorsey Merriweather. It is a four
bay wide and one bay deep shed roofed structure believed to have been an
early kitchen connected to the main house in 1820 by Mr. Merriweather. A
heavy wall between the two rooms of this section bears this out.

Brick chimneys are centered into the north wall of the original kitchen|
and the north wall of the connector.

A 20th century kitchen and screened-in porch which lies on the west
wall and two east porches have not seriously altered the integrity of the
original house which remains very much as it was during the time of Nicholas
Greenberry Ridgely in 1740.

Northwest of the house is a four bay wide, one bay deep one story stone
structure which has two rectangular east entrance doors originally used as
slave quarters but now used for storage.

Northeast of the house is a frame house used previously by caretakers
as well as two old barms.

STATEMENT OF SIGNIFICANCE

Round About Hills is one of the earliest Howard County structures and
was the country seat of Nicholas Greenbury Ridgely. This land was later
owned by Reuben Merriweather of Virginia who bequeathed the structure to

his son, Thomas Beale Dorsey Merriweather, whose initials are set into the
corner stone.

Mr. and Mrs. William Owings later owned Peacefields. Mrs. Owings (of
the Stewarts) was born at Round About Hills. A Stewart family graveyard
is located west of the house as well as an old slave burial ground.

In 1967 Mr. and Mrs. Manger bought Round About Hills and renamed it
Peacefields after the farm of John and Abigail Adams.

For the above reasons Peacefields occupies an important place in the
life and history of Howard County.

It should be included in the National Register of Historic Places as
well as any local landmark legislation which may be developed in the future
