Description:

The house at 9533 North Laurel Road is located in the North Laurel subdivision in
southeastern Howard County, Maryland, and the house faces southwest toward the road.
It is a one and one-half story, three-bay by two-bay frame structure with aluminum
siding, a parged foundation, and a hipped roof with asphalt shingles. On the southwest
elevation the first story has a center door and a one-over-one sash to each side. There is a
three-bay, one-story porch. The roof has a shed-roofed dormer. There is a shed-roofed
addition on the northeast elevation. The interior has two rooms across the front that are
divided by a stairway and wall, with three rooms across the back half of the house. The
entrance leads into the south room, with the stairway at the northwest end of the room.
The stair has a closed stringer with a square newel and rectangular balusters. There is a
garage located about 25 feet north of the house. It is a one-story, one-bay by one-bay
frame structure with wood shingles that are stained brown, a gable roof with asphalt
shingles, and a southwest-northeast ridge, and a CMU foundation.

Significance:

The Charles and Gertrude Russell House at 9533 North Laurel Road is located in the
North Laurel subdivision created by Gordon & Brother of Washington, D. C. in the
1890s. Lots 7, 8, and 9 passed hands several times, and was purchased in 1946 by
Charles H. Stanley, Inc., with a mortgage of $3,000. They were sold later that year to
Charles and Gertrude Russell, who took out a mortgage of $5,400. The implication is
that Stanley constructed the house in 1946 and sold it to the Russells. The Russell's house
is a cape cod, but with a hip roof more common among larger four squares. The house
was scheduled to be demolished in 2008 in order to subdivide and develop the lots.

Summary:

The house at 9533 North Laurel Road is located in the North Laurel subdivision in southeastern Howard County, Maryland, and
the house faces southwest toward the road. It is a one and one-half story, three-bay by two-bay frame structure with aluminum
siding, a parged foundation, and a hipped roof with asphalt shingles. On the southwest elevation the first story has a center door
and a one-over-one sash to each side. There is a three-bay, one-story porch. The roof has a shed-roofed dormer. There is a shed-
roofed addition on the northeast elevation. The interior has two rooms across the front that are divided by a stairway and wall, with
three rooms across the back half of the house. The entrance leads into the south room, with the stairway at the northwest end of the
room. The stair has a closed stringer with a square newel and rectangular balusters. There is a garage located about 25 feet north
of the house. It is a one-story, one-bay by one-bay frame structure with wood shingles that are stained brown, a gable roof with
asphalt shingles, and a southwest-northeast ridge, and a CMU foundation.

Description:

The house at 9533 North Laurel Road is located in the North Laurel subdivision in southeastern Howard County, Maryland, and
the house faces southwest toward the road. It is a one and one-half story, three-bay by two-bay frame structure with aluminum
siding, a parged foundation, and a hipped roof with asphalt shingles.

On the southwest elevation the first story has a center door that has two lights over four panels. The wood door is new. There is a
one-over-one sash to each side. There is a three-bay, one-story porch with a concrete deck on brick piers, iron posts and railings,
and a beaded-edge-and-center board soffit. The roof has a shed-roofed dormer with paired one-over-one sash. There is an interior
brick chimney northwest of the dormer and a boxed cornice. On the northwest elevation, the basement has two three-light sash.
The first story has two one-over-one double-hung sash. There is a shed-roofed addition on the northeast elevation, set to the north,
and it has no openings on the northwest or the southeast elevations. This addition has a small one-light sash on the northeast. The
first story of the northeast elevation has a one-over-one sash in both the east and center bays, and a door with one light over three
lying panels set between the center and the north bays. The shed addition is in the north bay. There is a one-story, one-bay porch
set over the door, and its details match those of the front porch on the southwest elevation. The southeast elevation has two three-
light sash in the basement. In the center of this elevation is a gable-roofed projecting entranceway with a door that has nine lights
above one lying panel over two panels. This door is of wood, and the entranceway has an asphalt shingle roof with open eaves,
and has aluminum siding. The first story of the southeast elevation has two one-over-one sash.

The interior has two rooms across the front that are divided by a stairway and wall, with three rooms across the back half of the
house. There is 2 1/4-inch pine flooring that runs southwest-northeast throughout the house. The architrave has a broad, shallow
ogee backband and a beaded interior edge, and is modern trim work. The baseboard has an ogee on top. Baseboard heating
replaces original radiators. The wood windows are hung on sash cords, and the doors are hollow core. The entrance leads into the
south room, with the stairway at the northwest end of the room. The stair has a closed stringer with a square newel and rectangular
balusters. There is a moulded handrail, with all of the woodwork being painted. Beneath the stairway is a modern door leading to
the cellar stairs, The north room is a kitchen, with a bathroom in the shed wing, and all of these fixtures are modern. There are no
significant features in the other rooms. There is a cellar under the northwest half of the house, and it has a poured concrete
foundation. There is circular-sawn dimensional 2 by 8s for the joists, with cross bridging that is fastened with wire nails. The attic
is finished with carpet and linoleum. There is a bathroom to the northeast that is probably original and has a five-lying-panel door
on butt hinges with ball finials. The bathroom has yellow tile with black trim, but only the bathtub is old. The rest of the attic was
originally open on the southeast with a railing on the southeast side of the stairway; a wall and door have now been added here. To
the northwest of the stairway is a closet.

There is a garage located about 25 feet north of the house. It is a one-story, one-bay by one-bay frame structure with wood
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shingles that are stained brown, a gable roof with asphalt shingles, and a southwest-northeast ridge, and a CMU foundation. The
roof has open eaves. The southwest elevation has a pair of large doors made of T1-11 siding, and they are hung on T hinges. The
southeast elevation has a six-light sash with head-cut trim. The northeast and northwest elevations have no openings. The building
is of 2 by 4 constructions with board sheathing on the walls and roof. All of this is wire-nailed. The roof framing has braces
between the studs and rafters, and they are toe-nailed to both of them. Every other rafter has this brace, and there are tie beams

nailed across the top of the studs and braces.

Summary:

The Charles and Gertrude Russell House at 9533 North Laurel Road is located in the North Laurel subdivision created by Gordon
& Brother of Washington, D. C. in the 1890s. Lots 7, 8, and 9 passed hands several times, and was purchased in 1946 by
Charles H. Stanley, Inc., with a mortgage of $3.000. They were sold later that year to Charles and Gertrude Russell, who took
out a mortgage of $5.400. The implication is that Stanley constructed the house in 1946 and sold it to the Russells. The Russell’
s house is a cape cod, but with a hip roof more common among larger four squares. The house was scheduled to be demolished
in 2008 in order to subdivide and develop the lots.

Significance:

The Charles and Gertrude Russell House at 9533 North Laurel Road is located in the North Laurel subdivision created by Gordon
& Brother of Washington, D. C. in the 1890s, The plat of the property is dated 1891. The lot, on a narrow strip along the north
side of the Patuxent River, west of the Baltimore-Washington Turnpike, provided some unusual design constraints. There were
three streams running generally south into the Patuxent, and the lot alignments were made so that they ran between the backs of
adjoining rows of lots. This resulted in a triangular street in the center of the development and a number of diagonal streets,
connecting to one long street running east-west along the top of the boundary. This latter road contained two circles, and one of
the diagonal streets ended in a court, features which are common to subdivisions today but were very new and rare in 1891. An
1893 report stated: “North Laurel is having a building boom,” however, this did not seem to continue, perhaps because of the
depression that hit that year, Many of the lots were not built on for decades. The Duffy family owned most of the lots when they
sold three, lots 7, 8, and 9, to Charles and Gertrude Milbrook in 1914. The Milbrooks took out a mortgage of $750 and were
required to insure the buildings on the property. This stipulation was probably a boiler-plate clause that cannot be used to
suggest the existence of any buildings. (1)

The three lots passed hands several times, and was purchased in 1946 by Charles H. Stanley, Inc., with a mortgage of $3,000.
They were sold later that year to Charles and Gertrude Russell, who took out a mortgage of $5,400. The implication is that
Stanley constructed the house in 1946 and sold it to the Russells. The tax assessment has a date of 1938 for construction, but the
source of this information is unknown. The Russell’s house is a cape cod, but with a hip roof more common among larger four
squares. The roof type provides some elegance at the expense of floor space in the attic, which in this instance was always at
least partially finished. The finishes in the house are consistent with a date in the 1930s or "40s. The building is typical of
national building styles and has little significance on its own. It would contribute to a historic district, but the neighborhood is
probably too altered to meet that designation. The house was scheduled to be demolished in 2008 in order to subdivide and
develop the lots.
