Summary:

The house at 7734 Washington Boulevard is located just east of Waterloo Road and just north of the State Police Barracks in
Waterloo, in southeastern Howard County, Maryland. The house faces south toward the road. The house is a 2 1/2-story, two-bay
by two-bay frame structure with aluminum siding, a parged foundation, and a hipped roof with asphalt shingles. It is of the type
commonly referred to as a four-square. The south elevation has a porch across the front on the first story, with the east end of the
porch enclosed and containing a one-over-one sash. The west bay has an 18-light door with sidelights of six lights each. The first
story has an addition in the south bay that has a CMU foundation and three one-over-one double-hung sash. There is an interior
brick chimney in the center, set north of the ridge peak. The west addition is a garage. The original main block of the house has an
entrance vestibule in the southwest corner with rooms in the southeast, northeast, and northwest corners. The entrance vestibule
has a two-run stairway on the west, set to the north, which turns to the east. The second story floor plan generally mirrors the first
floor. The stairway lands at a central vestibule with two rooms to the south, two rooms to the north, and a bathroom between them

on the east side.

Description:
The house at 7734 Washington Boulevard is located just east of Waterloo Road and just north of the State Police Barracks in

Waterloo, in southeastern Howard County, Maryland. The house faces south toward the road.

The house is a 2 1/2-story, two-bay by two-bay frame structure with aluminum siding, a parged foundation, and a hipped roof with
asphalt shingles. It is of the type commonly referred to as a four-square. The south elevation has a porch across the front on the
first story, with the east end of the porch enclosed and containing a one-over-one sash. The west bay has an 18-light door with
sidelights of six lights each. The second story has two one-over-one sash, and there is a hip-roofed dormer that has two six-light
casements. On the west elevation, the first story has an addition on the north bay that is not historic, and there is a six-over-one
double-hung sash in the south bay. The second story has a six-over-one sash in the north bay, and paired six-over-one sash in the
south bay. The house has a wide eave with bead-board soffit. On the east elevation, the porch has a one-over-one sash. The first -
story has an addition in the south bay that has a CMU foundation and three one-over-one double-hung sash. There is a six-over-
one double-hung sash in the center and new patio doors in the north bay. The second story has a one-over-one sash to the south,
and a six-over-one sash to the north. There is a modern addition on the north elevation that projects to the east and is one story.
The north gable end has stained glass that is small and has a shield in the center. This window could have come from another
location in this house. The second story of the house has no opening in the east bay. There is a six-over-one sash set west of
center and a five-panel door in the west bay that leads out onto the roof of the addition. There is an interior brick chimney in the
center, set north of the ridge peak. The west addition is a garage.

The interior has 2 1/4-inch oak flooring that runs north-south throughout the house. The original main block of the house has an
entrance vestibule in the southwest corner with rooms in the southeast, northeast, and northwest corners. The entrance vestibule
has a two-run stairway on the west, set to the north, which turns to the east. The stairway has a square newel and square balusters
that appear to be pine and maple. There is a moulded handrail that is typical of work dating after 1940. The architrave has plain
pilasters and frieze with a small cornice across the top. There are paired windows on the west, and the doorway to the east is
closed off. There is a Tudor-arched opening beneath the stairs and another beyond it leading into the northwest room. Beneath the
stairway is a five-lying-panel door that leads to the cellar, and it has glass knobs and butt hinges with ball finials. The southeast
room has a triple sash on the east elevation and a closed-off opening on the south. The architrave here goes down to the floor,
suggesting that this was originally a doorway into an enclosed sun porch. Everything to the north of the stairs and in the southeast
room is heavily altered.

The second story floor plan generally mirrors the first floor and has the same flooring and trim. The stairway lands at a central
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vestibule with two rooms to the south, two rooms to the north, and a bathroom between them on the east side. The bathroom has
white fixtures typical of the 1920s or 1930s and gray tile with a black top edge. All of the doors to the chambers have five-lying
panels and each chamber has a closet with a two-panel door. These doors are pine and have a natural finish on the interior. The
addition on the rear is not old. There is a hatch in a closet ceiling that gives access to the attic. The roofing has 2 by 6 rafters with

board sheathing.

The house at 7734 Washington Boulevard is commonly referred to as a foursquare, a common national dwelling type built c.
1910-1930. The property was owned by the Maryland Board of Prison Control and was offered for sale in 1920. At that time it
contained a “two-story frame dwelling house, fronting on the boulevard.” There was also a crop of wheat on the land, suggesting
that the prison board leased unused land to a tenant farmer. The property was 8 3/4 acres and sold for $2,105. William Lankford
was the purchaser. In 1927 he sold 2.36 acres to William and Sallie Hohman, and he may have sold other portions of this land,
too. Unfortunately, the records available for this period are not sufficiently detailed to enable one to determine whether the
existing house was the one mentioned in the sale ad, was built by the Hohmans, or was built by Lankford. The doors with five
lying panels are typically found before 1920, but not invariably so, and the stair handrail would be more common after 1940, but
could be a replacement.

The house was owned by the Platzer family for much of the last half of the twentieth century, and sat amidst a mobile home park
for part of that time. It was apparently used as an office during some of the mobile home park’s existence. The property is
currently undergoing development, and the house was demolished in 2008.
