Fabric shall be embedded at least six (6) inches into existing ground at
entrance of outlet chaonel.

(riprap). To provide a filtering effect, a layer of filrer cloth shall be
embedded one (1) foot back into the upatream face of the outlet stone or *
one (1} foot thick layer of two (2) inch or finer aggregate shall be
placad on the upstream face of the outlet.
